This is &llowed to do onlv for co—operatives and it
has turned out to be & " highly profitable business for them.
The soviet market price for the PCs is 100 to F00 times ths
month’ salary of a qualified specialist.

On the other hand the technology of using FCs is hardiwv
effective in comparison with their price as it mostly copiss
the technology of using mainframes tnat are common in the USER
Therefore it is estimated that FC owners will be searching for

the new wavs of their use.

Conseqguently the. development in the USSR of computer
information tgohnologies that are widespread in the West is of
PA

great interszt and has a considerable market. PFrimeuwrily tha
co-operatives are in great need of quick informational service
and their number is davly increasing &and the problems of
marketing and coordinating their activity become more and morsa

serious.

Moreover we believe that soviet enterprises. co-operatives and

The corresponding hard  cuarrency expendl tuwres could be
considerably reduced by organizing an assocliation of soviet
usaers sharing access to the main network through several local
nodes.

Having i wind the increasing need and perspectivity of such
rnetworks certain co-operatives have started designing them. In
the nearest Ffuture it is supposed to create a database
comntaining commercial information  about the existing co-
Dperat}veﬁ arnd to sell information services to future users.

We believe that +the developmernt of information servicoe
networks in  the USSR should become an important factor of
impraoving the economic situation in the country as well as
help aovercome the existing administrative and buweaucratic
barriers in the way of co-operation betwsen soviet and western
